Daniel 9:24 NKJV

“Seventy weeks are determined [cut off from full vision] for 
your people [Jews] and for your holy city [Jerusalem], [1] To 
finish the transgression, [2] To make an end of sins, [3] 
To make reconciliation for iniquity, [4] To bring in 
everlasting righteousness, [5] To seal up vision and 
prophecy, And [6] to anoint the Most Holy.



Six Messianic Accomplishments
[1] To finish the transgression 

To put an end to Israel’s transgression. 

[2] To make an end of sins 
To lead Israel to put away their sin. – Hebrews 10:18 

[3] To make reconciliation for iniquity 
To bring Israel back to union with God. – Romans 5:10



[4] To bring in everlasting righteousness 
Jesus’ perfect righteousness which He is willing to give to all who 
believe. – 2 Corinthians 5:21 

[5] To seal up vision and prophecy 
By rejecting the Messiah, the Jewish nation brought the vision of the 
70 weeks to an end. 

[6] To anoint the Most Holy 
Jesus ascended to heaven to begin His heavenly ministry as the High 
Priest. – Hebrews 9:11



Daniel 9:25 NKJV

“Know therefore and understand, that from the going 
forth of the command to restore and build Jerusalem 
until Messiah the Prince, there shall be seven weeks and 
sixty-two weeks; the street shall be built again, and the 
wall, even in troublesome times.





Daniel 9:26 NKJV

“And after the sixty-two weeks Messiah [Jesus Christ] shall 
be cut off [crucify], but not for Himself [die for us]; and the 
people of the prince who is to come shall destroy the 
city and the sanctuary [Jerusalem destroyed 70 AD]. The end 
of it shall be with a flood, and till the end of the war 
desolations are determined.



Daniel 9:26 Notes
Note: This text makes it clear that the Messiah would be 
killed and His death would be vicarious. Isaiah 53:5. 
What Jesus died, and His death was not for Himself but 
rather for us. 

Note: This is the precise sequence of Daniel 9:26:  
• The prince comes 
• The prince is cut off 
• The city and the temple are destroyed



Daniel 9:27 NKJV

“Then he [the Prince who is to come] shall confirm a [the, 
properly translated] [strong] covenant with many for one week; 
But in the middle of the week [3.5 years after He was anointed] 
He [the Prince] shall bring an end to sacrifice and offering. 
and on the wing of abominations shall be one who makes 
desolate, even until the consummation, which is 
determined, is poured out [wrath is poured out from 

the cup] on the desolate.”  



Daniel 9:27 Notes
Note: Thus there was no sacrifice or offering in the 
temple the day that Jesus died. The Jews should have 
understood the typology. They should have ceased 
their sacrifices then and there but they continued them 
even though in the sight of God they had come to an 
end and were worthless.
